February 20, 1:00-3:00: Program on How Butterflies Spend the Winter.  This will be presented by Dave and Marty Kastner using research done by Pat Jackson with a power point created by Dennis Burnette, both from North Carolina.  We will meet at the Ben Arnold Center at 1100 South Holly Street in Columbia, 29205.  Directions: I-77 to Fort Jackson Blvd. (exit 10).  Go west on Fort Jackson Blvd.  Make a slight left onto SC-760 Conn W (Wildcat Rd.).  It becomes Rosewood Dr.  From Rosewood, turn left onto S. Bonham Rd. which becomes S. Holly Street.
