Autumn Triad Butterfly Activities 2011

Sept. 11, Sun., 1:30 pm – Back-to-Basics Butterfly Walk, Greensboro Arboretum. We are planning this as a back-to-basics butterfly event in which we take time to study the butterflies we find to improve our identification skills, rather than trying to find the largest number of butterflies possible as we sometimes do. Bring your field guides and binoculars if you have them; there will be plenty on hand if you don’t. You might find a camera handy to “collect” butterflies for study. Even a small sketchpad could be useful. We’ll spend as much time as necessary to learn to identify the butterflies. More experienced butterflies are encouraged to participate to help newer members with identification tips. Sept. 14, Wed., 7:00 pm – CBS Triad Chapter Meeting, KCEF Library. Program: “All About Red-spotted Purple Butterflies.” Presenter: Loretta Lutman. Loretta is a member of the Triad Chapter.
